
 
TEMPORARY LOCAL RULES 

Preferred Lies (MLR E-3). 

When any part of a player’s ball lies in a part of the general area cut to fairway height or 
less (fairway or greens surrounds only), the player may take free relief once by placing 
the original ball or another ball in and playing it from this relief area: 

Reference Point: Spot of the original ball. 

Size of Relief Area Measured from Reference Point: 30cm but with these limits: 

o Must not be nearer the hole than the reference point, and 

o Must be in the general area. 

 

FEBRUARY 2026 - COMMITTEE GUIDANCE: GOLF CARTS  

The use of Golf Carts on the course is at the discretion of the Match Committees or 
appropriate staƯ and may be restricted at any time. Cart exclusion areas include: 

(a)  Greens. Carts must remain outside the areas defined by black lines. 

(b) Tee Blocks. Carts must remain oƯ the tees and on designated paths around the tee 
areas. 

(c)  Repaired Areas. Carts must not enter newly repaired areas or marked GUR. 

Any reported breach of this guidance will be investigated and may result in sanctions 
against a player.
